when servicing MagnaClean®. It is Best Practice to replace the lid seal at each service. To arrange

Unit may be hot in operation. Handle with care.
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IMPORTANT - Always follow the electrical and safety standards when installing a MagnaClean filter
ensuring pipework is appropriately earth bonded either side of the filter.

Installation overview

MagnaClean Professional2 can be installed anywhere before the boiler. To achieve the best
level of protection, it is recommended that the filter is fitted after the last radiator and before the boiler.
This also ensures a system flush can be carried out using a MagnaCleanse® on the return.
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Note: In both diagrams, position A is best practice, Position B is suitable if space is tight on the return
(position A only).

New filter installation - Always ensure the filling loop is fitted after the filter.

Quick-release trigger

MagnaClean Professional2 incorporates a secure, quick-release, trigger which enables the filter to
be removed and re-installed in seconds. The connections enable easy and swift filter removal during
annual servicing or to undertake a MagnaCleanse system flush. This also makes it ideal for systems

where there is little room to install a filter.
